Use of TradeStone Software for import task collaboration requires the use of a
LowesLink® digital certificate.

If you do NOT currently have a digital certificate for secure access to the
LowesLink® website (new users only):

2) Review the - LowesLink® System Requirements document located under
Getting Started on the top left hand side of the home page. Once you
have confirmed that your computer meets these requirements, continue
click on the - Register Here (‘To Register for LowesLink® Click Here!’ link
also on the top navigation / ‘Getting Started’ link).

3) Click the radio button to accept the subscriber agreement.

4) Click the radio button for the program code (this will open up a block for
you to make the following entry)

Enter the program code field =rA&Ras9 (equal sign must be part of the
program code) and select Continue.

You must enter this program code to ensure you are registering for the
correct application. Please be sure to input the program code without any
spaces.

5) The TradeStone application box should be checked and displayed on the
following screen if the program code was input correctly. Click Continue.
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6) Complete your Vendor Profile and submit the online registration form.

e If you are a new vendor to Lowe’s and you do not yet have
a VBU, enter VBU 99999

2. Factory role
a. Factory user CAN
i. Review new purchase orders without pricing
information and limited to their own items.

iv. Create AMS — only when all items on Planned
AMS are produced by the factory of the user.
V. Create Packing List - only when all items on the

Invoice. Upload documents into TradeStone
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7) After you click the Submit button, you will receive an enrollment
registration number. Please print this page or write down the enrollment
registration number as you will need this number later to retrieve your
digital certificate. You will also receive an automatic email confirming your
registration was submitted.

8) Your registration will be processed and approved by the LowesLink® team.
Once your registration is approved, you will receive an e-mail with your user
id and a one-time use password to retrieve your digital certificate.
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Instructions on how to retrieve your digital certificate will also be included in
the e-mail.

9) You will receive an email from TradeStone@Lowes.com with “next step”
instructions approximately 1 business day after the LowesLink® digital

certificate update. ***
